Section 4 — Commitment Agreement/General
Information

Choir Auditions: Typically, there are no auditions in choir. Periodically, auditions
may be scheduled for placement within the choir and would be done in a non-
threatening, private environment, so you feel at ease as much as possible. The
process really depends on how many auditions will be performed in a given time.
The majority of applicants are successful at passing the audition. Those who are not
successful are given the utmost respect and offered assistance with appropriate
steps to take should they wish to find another avenue of involvement within the
church or have the opportunity to re-audition at a later date.

Harbor Vocalist Auditions: Once we have received this application, we will
schedule your audition. This process will include vocal warm-ups, singing a solo and
showing your ability to harmonize. You must also serve a minimum of one rotation
in the choir.

Administration: A choir binder will be provided to you for “on-campus” use only.
However, you may want to purchase a folder for taking music home, storing your
monthly calendar and any other information pertaining to your choir involvement.
You will need to obtain a portable tape recorder (walkman size) or a digital voice
recorder, which you can use to record new songs as we rehearse them — this will
help you remember the song arrangements and parts.

Services: The Harbor Worship Choir sings one weekend per month (typically the
third weekend). Plan to sing at all three Harbor services for which you are scheduled.
The calendar which shows your schedule is on our Planning Center website. Once
you are given login information, please check the site daily for updates &/or changes.

Attendance: Every choir member needs to attend the Thursday night rehearsals
for which you are scheduled (typically twice monthly) and the corresponding
devotions, as well as attend weekend services regularly. Every member of the
Harbor Worship Choir is considered to be a significant leader as others follow your
example. The platform is not a right, but a privilege and every person has to
understand and respect the responsibility that goes along with this commitment. If
for any reason you are not able to attend either a rehearsal or a weekend that you
are scheduled to minister, you are asked to contact us prior to your absence.

Devotions: Two Thursdays of every month (when the choir has rehearsal), you are
required to attend devotions from 7 to 7:30pm with the other members of the
Worship Arts team who are serving the following weekend. In addition, we request
that you are part of a small group outside of our department.

Duration: When you agree to join the Harbor Worship Choir, it is with the
understanding that your minimum commitment to choir is 12 months from the time
you pass your audition.

Dress Code: Please refer to the attached dress code page and keep it for your
records.
