Demo Reel / Interview Process: We ask that you supply us with a short demo
reel of your acting capabilities (DVD format is best). If you're absolutely unable to
supply us with a reel, then please have two short monologues ready to audition with.
You may be given a script to cold read, as well. This will be done in a non-
threatening environment, so you feel at ease, as much as possible. When roles
arise, you will either be given a part based on your previous experience, your reel, or
be auditioned for a specific role. Those who are deemed as inappropriate for a
specific part are given the utmost respect and usually offered other roles in either the
same performance (if available), or one at a later date. If we are unable to use your
artistic expression within our ministry, we will assist you with the appropriate steps to
take, should you wish to find another avenue of involvement within HDC.

Administration: If you have been notified of your inclusion in the Harbor Worship
Arts Ministry, a login to Planning Center (worship planning website) will be supplied
to you, providing you have an e-mail address. Here you will have access to the
scripts you need for any service you are invited to participate in, as well as any other
pertinent information. You may want to purchase a binder to keep your scripts in
and any other information pertaining to your Worship Arts involvement. A portable
tape recorder or digital voice recorder may also be useful at rehearsal — this may
help you to remember the direction the specific performance is taking and to
memorize your specific parts.

Services: Due to the nature and style of our Harbor service, the dramatic arts are
not utilized on a monthly basis. Such performances are on an as-needed basis. This
particular application is for ministry within the Harbor Community. In addition, you
may be asked to perform for the 7 Community, Women’s Ministry events, Children’s
Ministry, or any other ministry related to HDC. If you are slated to minister at
Harbor, you will be required to be at all three of the Harbor services. If you are
unavailable for the entire weekend, please make Melanie aware of your situation as
soon as possible, so she can find someone else for your role.

Attendance: Every Harbor Worship Arts member needs to faithfully attend
scheduled rehearsals and events, as well as attend church on a regular basis. Each
member is considered to be a significant leader as others follow your example. The
stage is not a right, but a privilege and every person has to understand and respect
the responsibility that goes along with this commitment. If for any reason you are
not able to attend either a rehearsal or a weekend that you are scheduled to
minister, you are asked to contact us prior to your absence.
