Administration: If you have been notified of your inclusion in the Harbor Worship
Arts Ministry, a login to Planning Center (worship planning website) will be supplied
to you, providing you have an e-mail address.

Services: Once again, due to the nature and style of our Harbor services, fine arts
including cartooning, drama, dance, painting, pantomime, pottery, sculpture, and the
like are not utilized on a regular basis. Periodically, however, they may be used for
special services, including, but not limited to the Easter and Christmas seasons.

Attendance: Every Harbor Worship Arts member needs to faithfully attend
scheduled rehearsals and events, as well as attend church on a regular basis. Each
member is considered to be a significant leader as others follow your example.
